2. The Wedding at Cana
MEDITATION: Jesus changes water into wine
at the request of Mary, who was first among
believers. The disciples witness this miracle,
their hearts open to the faith, and they begin to
believe in Him.

John 2:1-12

3. The Proclamation of the Kingdom of God
MEDITATION: Jesus preaches the Gospel in
Galilee. He proclaims that this is the time of
fulfillment, for the Kingdom of God is at hand.
He asks all to repent and forgives the sins of
those who believe in Him.

4. The Transfiguration
MEDITATION: On Mount Tabor, the Apostles
see the glory of God shining forth from the
face of Jesus. The voice of the Father, coming
from a cloud, says, “This is my chosen Son,
listen to Him.”

5. The Institution of the Eucharist

MEDITATION: At the Last Supper, Jesus offers
His body and blood, under the signs of bread
and wine, and washes the feet of the Apostles.

1. The Agony in the Garden
MEDITATION: Jesus went with them to a

which parted and came to rest on each of
them.

MEDITATION: May you be blessed, my
daughter, by God most high, beyond all
women on earth; and may the Lord God be
blessed, the Creator of heaven and earth.
